Rules & Regulations for 2019
1. Use of live bait and trolling is prohibited and will result in automatic dismissal from the club.

2. All members fish each tournament at their own risk.

3. Lifejackets must be worn and kill switch attached anytime their boat is on plane.

4. A $55.00 per boat entry fee will be paid in cash prior to fishing each tournament.

5. All boats need to be at the ramp 30 minutes prior to start time.

6. Tournament hours are from “Safe Light” till 3:30 p.m. Georgia Time. Any changes will be announced by the Tournament Director.

7. Blast off will be by a designated starter and your place in the blast off will be based on the order in which your entry fee is received. You must pass within 10 yards of the starter boat, displaying your numbered blast off card while maintaining idle speed until you clear the starter boat. Any boat missing their called number will go to the end.

8. Arguing will not be tolerated. After the Director makes a decision anyone continuing to argue will be suspended from the remaining tournaments.

9. Measuring fish will be done by one pass on a Golden Rule, with the mouth closed while fanning the tail. A questionable fish will be allowed two passes. Teams attempting to weigh an illegal fish will loose that fish plus two pounds from their total weight. Any additional illegal fish will result in the entire bag being disqualified. It will take two officers to disqualify any short fish.

10. 12 inch Spotted Bass will be allowed on West Point. All largemouth bass must measure 14 inches or more on West Point.

11. No one will be allowed to weigh in additional fish after their turn at the weigh-in has been completed. Thus, all fish per each boat must be bought to the scale and weighed at the same time.

12. No Guides Allowed Within 45 Days Of A Tournament ,There will be no culling of fish in the weigh-in line.

13. Any fish weighed that is deemed to be dead will result in a penalty of .20 hundredths of a pound per dead fish, to be subtracted from the total weight prior to determining finishing position. All live fish must be released unless the team that caught the fish wants to keep their catch. Dead fish must be disposed of by the team bringing them to the scales.

14. There will be only one alternate used throughout the course of the year and, the alternate must be a paid member.

15. All participants must be passed a predetermined marker at 3:30 p.m. EST or at the time the tournament is designated to be over. The Tournament Director will check marker at the end time. Any boat not passed the marker will be considered late and not allowed to weigh-in.

16. No Alcoholic beverages or illegal drugs will be allowed during tournament hours!!!!! The tournament is not over until weigh-in is complete and the places announced.

17. Club membership is $20.00 per member. No new team members will be allowed to join after the blast off of the third tournament.

18. Two-day tournament entry fee will be $80.00 per boat. We will pay Big Fish each day by taking $5.00 per day for the Big Fish pot and take $10.00 for the Classic. This will leave $60.00 for the tournament pot from each boat.

19. Tournament pot will be divided as follows: 1 in 5 boats

20. A tournament season will consist of 10 tournaments and one Classic.

21. Club membership shall consist of no more than 50 boats.

22. No member or alternate shall fish with any professional guide or guide service 45 days prior to a scheduled tournament.
